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c1925
1925 20hp GLK49 has come out of the woodwork.

I have inspected it and it is DEFINITELY this chassis.

All the jewelry was stolen 30 years ago including the chassis plate but the engine is G1218 and the bonnet has the GLK49 plate on it. It has been laid up since the late 1940s.
It has a Windovers limo body on it from a 4wb chassis, which must has been fitted prior to the 1960s.

It has had a 4wb front axle and a 4wb rear axle fitted with 4wb Dunlop  12 spoke artillery wheels; –wire wheels will not fit these hubs. 

2 daughters  sold it  in Melbourne in October to Daryl Carr and Nick Langford has it in for restoration.

Have you any ideas from which 4wb chassis this body & mechanicals came from? 
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Also GBM43 has a 1934 M&K black & cream sedan body and HAS BEEN OWNED SINCE 1964 by Allan Purss (at Castle Cove until 1995 and now at Terrigal NSW). 
With reference your book – p152 bottom photo – this is unlikely to be GLK68 or GLK 49 as the sidelight shown was discontinued  by then – possibly GF3 or 8.

Your photo heading mentions ‘alternative side spare wheel mounting’ The mounting bracket on the drivers side was usually only fitted for 6 wheel equipment and invariably a standard fitment on the passengers side when rear spare supplied.
