I have just received a letter& the Chassis cards from Edmund Waters in 2004.
Here is an updated history with changes in bold
GPK47, engine G1393, off test Oct 1925, Barker Pullman Landaulette first sold to Clifford Temple of Liverpool thence A B Duncan as at 6/1931 of Liverpool in England; rebodied as a Martin & King saloon 1934; A Saunders, Abbotsford, Melbourne, 1938; reg’d VIC-EB-403 June 1942; Mrs M Duncan, Vic., 1942; acquired dismantled from Mrs Duncan’s estate by Edmund Waters, Coleraine, Vic., 1983 (and in 2004 with reg’n EB-403).    
A Saunder’s address was 60 Trenerry Cres. Abottsford Melbourne, Vic
Engine is definitely G1393 not G1398 nor G1391 as per Fasal (first chassis card says G1391 but all the other chassis cards say G1393 and I verified that it was G1393 when I inspected it.)
Landaulette from Chassis card for spring & axle heights  - ie, when returned with body fitted.
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
