These official publications are available to R-R.E.C. members through the
Club Librarian, David Howarth, 21 Ainsworth Hall Road, Ainsworth, Bolton, Lancashire.
Details of the available publications are to be found in Bulletin 72 May 1972.

Amplification of the official manuals is needed in some cases, particularly in the case
of the pre- 1940 cars, for which full workshop manuals were not produced. The ideal
solution would be for the Club to produce full workshop manuals for each pre-war model,
but the task is enormous and so far a number of people have failed in the attempt.
However, in the absence of workshop manuals, the Club publishes technical articles on all
aspects of overhaul in the Technical Section of the Bulletin and the Technical Manual
is compiled from these articles to enable the technical information to be preserved
and distributed to members. X

This fourth and much enlarged edition of the R-R.E.C. Technical Manual contains
information from previous editions, updated with the addition of information from Bulletins
52 to 69. Cost and availability of spares is indicated in some articles. The figures are generally
in ‘Vintage’ L.S.D., rather than ‘Non-Original’ decimal money which should serve as a
reminder that both cost and availability are likely to have changed for the worse since the
articles were written.
