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FERTODIC LUBRICATICON AND ALJUSTMENT.

SCHEDULES ™A", "B" & ™C",

GENERAL:

For the purpose of assisting Betailers with the maintenance I
of Holls-Hoyce Gilver Cloud and Bentley 'S' Type cars in thelr areas,
a system of periodic lubricstion and adjustment on a fixed mileage
bazis has been evolved.

It is recommended that Retailers institute this as a normal
maintenance roctine and that appropriate arrangements be made with any
owners wishing to avail themszelwvezs of this service.

It will be noticed that this system iz a consolidation of the
varicus majntenspce routines into three =eoticns or schedules, and as |
such, does net in afny way supersede the instructions given in the
handbook to orners desirous of carrying cut their own malntepnance
inspections.

The three Schedules "A", "B" and "C" cover the xhola wehicle
and operate in the following manner:-

SAEDULE "AM := To be carried out at the conclusicon of every

hy00 miles, covers all the items associated
with engine, chaszsis and coachwork reguiring
lubrication, clearing and adjustment.

SCHEDULE "B":- To be carried out at the conclusion of every
10,000 miles, In addition to the repetition
of the whole of Schedules "A™, it covers the
camplete chabnge of lubricant of all the main
canponenis, togsther with the inspection and
ractification of those items not included at
the lower mlleage.

SCHEDULE "C":- To be carried out at the conclusion of every
20,000 miles. Thi= Schedule repeats Schedule
"E" and principally covers changa of lubricant
for the automatic gearbox, rear axle and
propeller shaft ball and trunnion joint.

Hewever, in line with general
practice, we wers not preparsed to approve the use of this type of
oil in our engines until extensive testing had been carried out.

CHASSIS LUERICATION

To improve lubrication of the steering joints and front
suspenzlon, it has been declded to change to a Hypold type oil and to
digecontinue the use of engine oil in the Chassis Lubrieation System.

Hypoid oils provide more effective lubrication in this
application and so inerease the life of effected parts,

When carrying out the next Schedule 'A' on any oar,
Retailers should empty the oil from the chageis lubricaticon pump and
replace with one of the oils as listed below. A suitsble hand type
syrings will asslst removal of the existing oll. Thereafter the
Hypoid type oil should be used.

Will Reteilere pleage sdvise owners and chauffeurs of
the necessity to depress the oil pump pedal four times every 200 miles.
The first stroke of the pump may be not be effective, due 1o the
presence of air in the syatem, and the subaequent necegsity of pr:um.ng
to ensure adequate lubrication of all points.

It is suggested thet the pedal be depressed four times
EVErY EeVEern EE'.'] miles as registered on the speedometer.
